CHECK THE REAR SQUEEGEE

EMPTY AND CLEAN THE

CONNECT THE BATTERIES: RECOVERY TANK:

Connect the machines'
connector to the batteries'
connector.

Check the squeegee rubber wear
and if necessary, turn or replace |
it. Uncouple the hook of the
rubber holder blade and take off
the rubber. When reassembling
it, insert the rubber into the
appropriate guides. The squeegee
may be different from the one
shown in the picture.

Open the lever plug on the
exhaust hose and empty the
dirty water into appropriate
containers. Take off the filter,
the protection and rinse the
tank with a water jet, especially
near the inner float.

To start any function of the
machine, it is necessary to rotate
clockwise the key switch.

CHECK OF THE BATTERY
CHARGE LEVEL:

CLEAN THE SUCTION FILTER:

CLEAN THE SQUEEGEE HOSE:

When switching on, the display
shows:
-software version.
-setting of the check card (gel

or lead/acid) and voltage.
-indication of the battery charge:
20% = batteries nearly

discharged.
10% = shutdown.

Take off the filter with the float
and its protection.

Clean all parts with a water jet,
reassemble everything once
more.

Never use the machine without
the filter.

Take off the hose from the

squeegee coupling and wash
the inside of the hose with a
water jet.

CHARGE THE BATTERIES (if
necessary):

REMOVE AND CLEAN THE
BRUSHES:

CLEAN THE SOLUTION TANK
AND THE OUTER FILTER:

Connect the batteries' connector
to the battery charger
connector.

Rotate the brushes as shown
until they are released.

Clean them with a water jet
and reassemble them again.

It may be convenient to
remove the splash guard
rubber in order to facilitate the
operation.

Bring the machine to an
appropriate place for tanks
draining.

Open the cap, unscrew the
filter cover and then open the
solution valve to empty the
tank. Rinse with a water jet the
solution tank and the filter.

CHECK THE RECOVERY TANK:

EVERY TWO MONTHS

CHECK THE FRONT SQUEEGEE
RUBBER:

CLEAN THE SQUEEGEE:
Check the correct closure of
the suction filter cap and
verify that, the squeegee hose
is correctly inserted on the
tank and on the squeegee.
Check the correct closure of
the exhaust plug.

Take off and clean the rubbers
and the inner parts of the
squeegee being careful to
remove the dirt, especially in
the inner part of the coupler.

Check the wear of the rubber
and replace it if worn out.
For the disassembly, unscrew
the wing nuts present in the
front part of the squeegee.

The squeegee may be different
from the one shown in the
picture.
